2nd European Moth Nights 2005

I N V I T A T I O N

1st–3rd July 2005

Dear Colleagues, Lepidopterologists,

We hereby invite you to a moth observation to be held from 1st to 3rd July 2005 (+/- 1 day) at an optional, voluntarily and independently chosen place in the area of Europe
For now, we want to confine ourselves to the traditionally meant macro-moths (Macroheterocera) (thus including Hepialidae, Cossidae, Limacodidae and Psychidae families). Collecting should preferably take place on the 1st-3rd of July (also acceptable on the 30th June and 4th July, depending on weather). It is possible to collect in the same place every night or at different places on the different days.

Purpose of the event: Cultivation of connections and community work, wide-ranging European faunistic snapshot on macro-moths and publication of the results.

The data should be sent in the form of a list (preferably as a table in EXCEL or some other format) by 30th September 2005 at the latest, to any of the addresses found below (preferably by e-mail or regular postal service).

The following data are to be put on the list: Name and address of the collector, family, genus, species name (including perhaps the generally known, more important synonyms of species names). For system and names,  checklists by Karsholt & Razowski 1996 or by Leraut 1997 should preferably be used (with the serial number of the species) or some other accepted checklist.

You also have to indicate the name of country, region, city, locality, height above sea-level, date, method of collecting (lamp type), and provide reference to the frequency of species, either by exact number of specimen or by approximate data: x = very rare (1-5), xx = rare (6-29), xxx = frequent (30-99), xxxx = very frequent (above 100).
